You can store phone numbers and
their associated names in the
memory of the phone (internal
phone book) or the SIM card (SIM
phone book). The internal phone
book can store 250 names and
phone numbers (each of which can
have up to 30 digits) at a time. The
phone supports SIM cards which can
store up to 250 names and phone
numbers.

In addition to storing names and
phone numbers, phone book also
offers a wide range of functions for
managing them.

Entering the phone book

1. In the standby mode, press

2. During a call, press Options,

Names, and press Select.

If no phone number is
assigned to a key, press Assign.
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If a phone number is already
assigned to a key, you can view
the number, change it or erase it
by first pressing Options.
NOTE: Assign is also shown
when the phone has
automatically saved a phone
number from the phone book to a
speed dialling key.

2. Search for the desired name and/
or phone number from phone
book, and press OK to select it.

M Caller groups

You can arrange the names and
phone number you have saved in the
phone book into the desired caller
groups, for example Family and
Colleagues.

For each caller group, you can set
the phone to sound a specific ringing
tone and flash a preselected graphic
on the display when you receive a

call from a phone number in a group.

You can also set the phone to ring
only when you receive calls from
phone numbers that belong to a
specific caller group. See ‘Profiles
(Menu 3)'.

M Copying via IR

Copying a name and phone
number to your phone

Using the phone's infrared (IR) port,
you can copy names and phone
numbers from a compatible phone.

(Menu 9) and press Select. Your
phone is ready to receive data
through its IR port.

The user of the other phone can
now send the name and phone
number via Infrared.

2. Once the name and phone
number have been copied to your
phone, press Options and scroll
to Show, Save or Discard, and
press OK.
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Copying from your phone

You can copy names and phone
numbers from your phone to
another compatible phone or PC
running an appropriate application.

1. Make sure that the other phone
or the PC is set up to receive data
via its IR port.

2. Recall the name and phone
number to be copied .

3. Press (Details and) Options,
scroll to Send via IR to copy the
phone number and name to
another phone or PC.

4. Press Select.

M Voice dialling

You can make phone calls by saying
a voice tag that has been added to a
desired name and phone number.
Any spoken word, for example a
name, can be a voice tag.

Before using voice dialling, note that:

® \oice tags are not language
dependent. They are dependent
on the speaker's voice.

® The voice tags are sensitive to
background noise. Record them
and make calls in a quiet
environment.

® When recording a voice tag or
making a call, hold the phone in
the normal position close to your
ear. The phone must be in a
service area with adequate
cellular signal strength.

e The maximum length for the
voice tag recording is 1.5
seconds, but very short names are
not accepted.

® You can store up to eight voice
tags in the phone's memory.

NOTE: The phone must be in a
service area with adequate cellular
signal strength. Also, you must say
the name exactly as you said it when
you recorded it. This may be difficult
in, for example, a noisy environment
or during an emergency, so you
should not rely solely upon voice
dialling in all circumstances.

Adding a voice tag to a
phone book entry

e Save or copy the names and
phone numbers, to which you
want to add a voice tag, in your
phone's memory.

® Voice tags can also be added to
names and phones numbers on
your SIM card, but the voice tags
may be erased if you remove your
SIM card to another phone or use
another SIM card in your phone.

1. In the standby mode, press
Names to access the phone book
and select Search.

2. Scroll to the name and phone
number to which you want to
add a voice tag and press (Detail
and) Options.

5. Using the Menu

The phone offers a range of
functions that allow you to tailor the
phone to your needs. These functions
are arranged in menus and
submenus.

Most of the menu functions are
provided with a brief help text. To
view the help text, scroll to the
desired menu function and wait for
15 seconds.

The menus and submenus can be
accessed by scrolling or by using the
shortcuts.

B Accessing a menu
function by scrolling

Viewing your own messages
(Outbox )

Shortcut: Menu 1-3. You can save
your own messages in this menu.

1. Once you are in the Messages
menu, scroll to Outbox and press
Select.

2. Scroll to the desired message and
press Read to view it.
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3. Pressing Options while you are
reading a message allows you to
access the same functions as
‘Inbox’ (Menu 1-2), except for
Reply and Details.

4. If you wish to send the saved
message, use the Forward option.

Chat

Shortcut: Menu 1-4. WithChat you
can have a conversation with other
people using text messages.

You can start a chat either within
this submenu or selecting the Chat
option by pressing Options while
reading a received message.

1. If you start a chat within this
submenu, key in the other party's
phone number or recall it from
the Phone book, and press OK.

2. Key in anickname with which
you want to identify yourself in
the chat and press OK.

3. Write your chat message as you
would a normal text message,
press Options and select Send to
send the message.

Topic Index retrieves a list of
available topics from the network.

Shortcut: Menu 2-2. This function
allows you to view a list of the ten
phone numbers from which you have
most recently accepted calls
(network service).

Using the options provided in the
Received calls menu you can view
the date and time of each call, and
view, edit, erase or save the number
in the phone book.
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Dialled numbers

Shortcut: Menu 2-3. This function
allows you to view a list of the ten
phone numbers that you have most
recently called or tried to call.

Using the options provided in the
Dialled calls menu you can view the
date and time of each call, and view,
edit, erase or save the number in the
phone book.

Erase recent call lists

Shortcut: Menu 2-4. This function
allows you to delete all the phone
numbers that appear in menus from
2-1to 2-3.

These phone numbers are also erased
when you

® switch on the phone with a SIM
card inserted which is not one of
the five SIM cards used most
recently with the phone.

e change the Security level setting
in menu 4-8-5.

Show call duration

Shortcut: Menu 2-5. This function
allows you to view the approximate
duration of your incoming and
outgoing calls. You can clear these
call timers by using Clear timers. For
that you need the security code. See
‘Reference Information’ - 'Access
Codes'.



NOTE: The actual time
invoiced for calls by your
service provider may vary,
depending upon network
features, rounding-off for
billing, and so forth.

Show call costs

Shortcut: Menu 2-6. This network
service allows you to check the
approximate costs of your last call,
all calls and clear the counters. To
clear the counters you may need to
have the PIN2 code. See ‘Reference
Information’ - 'Access Codes'.

The costs are shown in terms of units
set within Menu 2-7-2 for each SIM
card.

NOTE: The actual invoice for
calls and services from your
service provider may vary,
depending upon network
features, rounding-off for
billing, taxes and so forth.

Call cost settings

Call cost limit

Shortcut: Menu 2-7-1. This network
service allows you to limit the costs

of your calls to a selected number of
charging units or units of currency.

Receiving a ringing tone

When somebody sends you a ringing
tone, you hear a message tone and
the related text is displayed.

To play, save, or erase the tone, press
Options, scroll to the desired
function, and press OK.

Vibrating alert

Sets the phone to vibrate when a
voice call is received. The vibrator
does not operate when the phone is
connected to a charger ora
deskstand.

Message alert tone
Sets the ringing tone for text
messages.

Keypad tones
Sets the volume level for keypad
tones.

Warning and game tones

Sets the phone to sound a warning
tone, for example when the battery
is running out of power or when you
play one of the games offered by
your phone. This setting has no
effect on the tones which are related
to network services.
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Screen saver

Sets the picture that is displayed in
standby mode after a selected period
of time (called 'timeout’).

Select Off, On (previously selected
screen saver is shown), Timeout, or
Screen saver, and press OK.

If you selected Screen saver, the
currently selected screen saver
picture is shown. To change it, scroll
to the desired picture and press Use.
If you selected Timeout, scroll to the
desired time and press OK.

Rename

You can edit the name of the

selected profile. Only the General

profile cannot be renamed.

Alarm clock

Shortcut: Menu 4-1. The phone can
be set to alarm at a specified time. If
the alarm time is set, select On to
change the time or Offto turn the
alarm clock off. The alarm clock will
work even when the phone is
switched off.

The alarm clock uses the time format
set for the clock, either 12-hours or
24-hours. See Menu 4-2.



When the alarm time is reached

The phone sounds an alert tone.
When the phone is alerting, Alarm!
is also shown and the phone's lights
flash. If you let the phone sound the
alarm for a full minute or if you press
any other key, the alarm stops for a
few minutes and then resumes. You
can end this 'snoozing' by pressing
Stop or by switching the phone off.

If the alarm time expires while the
phone is switched off, the phone
starts alerting.

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Call settings

Anykey answer

Shortcut: Menu 4-6-1. When this
function is set on, you can answer an
incoming call by pressing any key
briefly, except the power key, <&
and Reject.

Automatic redial

Shortcut: Menu 4-6-2. When this
function is set on, your phone will
make up to ten attempts to connect
the call after an unsuccessful call
attempt.

Speed dialling

Shortcut: Menu 4-6-3. When this
function is set to on, the names and
phone numbers assigned to the
speed dial keys to can
be dialled by pressing and holding
the corresponding number key.
Pressing and holding the key
dials your voice mailbox number.

Call waiting options

Shortcut: Menu 4-6-4. When this
network service is activated, the
network will notify you of a new
incoming call while you have a call
in progress. The phone sounds a soft
alert tone.

Own number sending

Shortcut: Menu 4-6-5. With this
network service you can set
whether your phone number is
shown to or hidden from the person
that you are calling. Preset resets



the phone to the default setting, On
or Off, that you have agreed upon
with your service provider.

Phone line in use

Shortcut: Menu 4-6-6. This network
service allows you to select the phone
line (i.e. subscriber number) 1 or 2 for
making calls.

You can set
the phone to display the
confirmation message when you are
using SIM card services.

List of own numbers

Shortcut: Menu 4-7-4. This function
isa memory aid, which you can use
to check your own phone numbers if
you need to do so.

Within this menu you can store,
erase and edit the phone numbers, if
this is allowed by the SIM card.

The edits that you make here do not
affect in any way the actual
subscriber number(s) of your SIM
card.

Welcome note

Shortcut: Menu 4-7-5. You can set
the message (up to 36 characters in
length) which is shown briefly when
the phone is switched on.

Network selection

Shortcut: Menu 4-7-6. The network
to which you are connected can be
selected either automatically or
manually.
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In Automatic mode the phone
automatically selects one of the
cellular networks available in your
area; the selected network can be
GSM900, GSM1800 or EGSM900.

In Manual mode the phone shows a
list of the available networks and
you can select the network you wish
to use if this network has a roaming
agreement with your home network
operator. If no such agreementis in
force, the text No Access will be
displayed and you must select
another network. The phone stays in
manual mode until the automatic
mode is selected or another SIM card
is inserted into the phone.

Security settings

Shortcut: Menu 4-8. Your phone is
equipped with a versatile security
system to prevent unauthorised use
of the phone or the SIM card.

PIN-code request

The PIN2 code, supplied with some
SIM cards, is required to access some
functions, such as charging unit
counters. These functions are only
available if supported by your SIM
card.

If you key in an incorrect PIN2 code
three times in succession, key in the
PUK2 code and press OK. Key in a
new PIN2 code and press OK. Key in
the new code again and press OK.

PUK code (8 digits)

The PUK (Personal Unblocking Key)
code is required to change a blocked
PIN code. The PUK code may be
supplied with the SIM card. If not,
contact your local service provider
for the code.

If you key in an incorrect PUK code
ten times in succession, the SIM card
cannot be used anymore. Contact
your service provider for a new card.

You cannot change the PUK code. If
you lose the code, contact your
service provider.
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PUK2 code (8 digit)

The PUK2 code, supplied with some
SIM cards, is required to change a
blocked PIN2 code.

If you key in an incorrect PUK2 code
ten times in succession, you cannot

use the functions requiring the PIN2
code. Contact your service provider

fora new card.

You cannot change the PUK2 code. If
you lose the code, contact your
service provider.

Barring password

The barring password is needed
when using the ‘Call barring’
function. You obtain the password
from your service provider.

B Ciphering indicator
Depending on the network, the
ciphering indicator ®" may be
displayed during a call to notify that
call encryption is off.

For more information, contact your
network operator.

M Battery information

Li-lon battery BLB-2 is the
manufacturer-approved
rechargeable battery is available for
your phone.

Charging and discharging
the battery

® Your phone is powered by a
rechargeable battery.

® Never remove or replace the
battery when the phone is
connected to the charger.

* Note that a new battery's full
performance is achieved only
after two or three complete
charge and discharge cycles!

® The battery can be charged and
discharged hundreds of times but
it will eventually wear out. When
the operating time (talk-time and
stand-by time) is noticeably
shorter than normal, it is time to
buy a new battery.

e Use only batteries approved by
the phone manufacturer and
recharge your battery only with
the chargers approved by the
manufacturer.

® When a chargeris notin use,
disconnect it from the power
source.

accessories out of small children's
reach.

e Keep itdry. Precipitation, humidity
and liquids contain minerals that will
corrode electronic circuits.

e Do not use or store it in dusty, dirty
areas. Its moving parts can be
damaged.

® Do notstore it in hot areas. High
temperatures can shorten the life of
electronic devices, damage batteries,
and warp or melt certain plastics.

® Do notstoreitin cold areas. When
the phone warms up (to its normal
temperature), moisture can form
inside the phone, which may damage
electronic circuit boards.

® Do not attempt to open it. Non-
expert handling of the device may
damage it.

® Do not drop, knock or shake it. Rough
handling can break internal circuit
boards.

® Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning
solvents, or strong detergents to
clean it. Wipe it with a soft cloth
slightly dampened in a mild soap-
and-water solution.

® Do not paint it. Paint can clog the
device's moving parts and prevent
proper operation.

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M Electronic devices

Most modern electronic equipment is
shielded from radio frequency (RF)
signals. However, certain electronic
equipment may not be shielded against
the RF signals from your wireless phone.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend
that a minimum separation of 20 cm (6
inches) be maintained between a hand-
held wireless phone and a pacemaker to
avoid potential interference with the
pacemaker. These recommendations are
consistent with the independent research
by and recommendations of Wireless
Technology Research.

Persons with pacemakers:

® Should always keep the phone more
than 20 ¢m (6 inches) from their
pacemaker when the phone is
switched on;

e Should not carry the phone in a
breast pocket;

e Should use the ear opposite the
pacemaker to minimize the potential
for interference.

® [fyou have any reason to suspect that
interference is taking place, switch
off your phone immediately.

Hearing aids

Some digital wireless phones may
interfere with some hearing aids. In the
event of such interference, you may want
to consult your service provider.



Other medical devices

Operation of any radio transmitting
equipment, including cellular phones,
may interfere with the functionality of
inadequately protected medical devices.
Consult a physician or the manufacturer
of the medical device to determine if they
are adequately shielded from external RF
energy or if you have any questions.

Switch off your phone in health care
facilities when any regulations posted in
these areas instruct you to do so.
Hospitals or health care facilities may be
using equipment that could be sensitive
to external RF energy.

Vehicles

RF signals may affect improperly
installed or inadequately shielded
electronic systems in motor vehicles (e.g.
electronic fuel injection systems,
electronic anti-skid (anti-lock) braking
systems, electronic speed control
systems, air bag systems).

Check with the manufacturer or its
representative regarding your vehicle.
You should also consult the
manufacturer of any equipment that has
been added to your vehicle.

Posted facilities
Switch your phone off in any facility
where posted notices so require.

W Potentially explosive
atmospheres
Switch off your phone when in any area
with a potentially explosive atmosphere
and obey all signs and instructions.
Sparks in such areas could cause an
explosion or fire resulting in bodily injury
or even death.

Important safety information

Users are advised to switch off the phone
when at a refuelling point (service
station). Users are reminded of the need to
observe restrictions on the use of radio
equipment in fuel depots (fuel storage and
distribution areas), chemical plants or
where blasting operations are in progress.

The use of wireless
telephones in an aircraft may be
dangerous to the operation of the
aircraft, disrupt the wireless telephone
network and may be illegal.

Failure to observe these instructions may
lead to suspension or denial of telephone
services to the offender, or legal action or
both.

B Emergency calls
@ IMPORTANT! This phone, like
any wireless phone, operates
using radio signals, wireless and
landline networks as well as
user-programmed functions
which cannot guarantee
connection in all conditions.

B To make an emergency call:

Some networks may require that a
valid SIM card is properly inserted in
the phone.

to clear the display.

3. Key in the emergency number for
your present location (e.g. 112 or
other official emergency number). E
mergency numbers vary by location.

If certain features are in use (Keypad
lock, Fixed Dialling, etc.), you may first
need to turn those features off before
you can make an emergency call.

When making an emergency call,
remember to give all the necessary
information as accurately as possible.
Remember that your wireless phone may
be the only means of communication at
the scene of an accident - do not cut off
the call until given permission to do so.

Mobile Charger (LCH-9)

The multivoltage Mobile Charger, LCH-9,
allows you to keep your phone ready for
use whenever you travel. This small
charger's functional design fits most car
lighters and interiors.

The charging time for the BLB-2 battery
is about 1 hour 25 minutes, and you can
use your phone freely during charging.

A green light indicates that the Mobile
Charger is ready for charging. Check the
charging status on the phone display. The
input voltage can be 12 or 24 V DC,
negative grounding.

Simply
connect your mobile charger to your
vehicle's cigarette lighter socket and to
your phone. Should be used together
with an in-vehicle holder. Can be used
with or without an optional external



microphone HFM-8. Charging time is
dependent on the condition of the
battery.

Clip-on Kit (SKB-2)

You can use just the pocket clip to
keep your phone conveniently in
your pocket for easy access. To
install, remove the original back
cover of phone and replace with this
pocket clip. Keep the original back
cover for later use if needed.
